9:00AM Enter California Adventure through the Hollywood backlot entrance 

9:00AM Use restrooms and unload instruments from U-haul 

9:30AM Tune & Warm-up inside welcome area 

9:45AM Enter stage area and take one last tuning note 

              10:00AM Performance! 25 minutes total  

 10:30 AM       Load u-haul with instruments.Change into comfortable attire. 

             10:45AM       Walk to front of California Adventure w Disney chaperone  and enter  

park. Have a great day! 

              ​6:00 PM Meet in front of Buena Vista Street (near restrooms) at the front   

California Adventure entrance. Roll will be called. Be on time.  

7:00PM Arrive back at Plaza Vista School.  Make sure you get your instrument 
off the truck!  

What to bring on the field trip: 
● Your instrument. ​Please label your instrument case with your name and 

school. Name Tags will be provided by Mr. Causey upon request.  
● Comfortable clothing, closed toe shoes. Sandals are not allowed.  
● Money for food (lunch will not be provided).  
● Sun-Screen and water recommended as well as a light jacket.
